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Art to Bridge Gender Gaps

Background:

The program is proposing creativity to help raise awareness on gender based violence in Yemen through targeting talented youth in singing, drawing, or writing poetry. The program intends to train those young and give them good orientation on gender issues and research methodologies. Not only this, but also the program intends to support those youth to come up with art projects through which they can disseminate their researches’ results on gender based violence and facilitate to give their messages and recommendations good access to people and communities.
Goal

· To contribute to reduce gender based violence through raising awareness of communities by providing evidence based cases.
Objectives 

· To raise awareness of 45 talented youth on gender based violence issues through providing them with relative trainings

· To come up with actual gender based violence cases based on evidence through researches conducted by the youth participants

· To apply creativity in disseminating results on gender based violence issues identified by youth through  art as a tool for dissemination and promotion

· To raise awareness of communities on gender based violence by promotion of youth art projects via events and media

Content of project:

1. 45 young talented males and females based in Sana’a are selected
· Aged between (18-30)
· 50% males, 50% females
· Talented in singing, painting or writing poetry.
2. 45 Talented youth are offered general training on Gender with special focus on GBV and research methodologies
·  Youth will be offered training on gender with special focus to gender based violence, applying the existing gender training manual and the research methodology developed package with total hours of 70 hours (40 hours for gender and 30 hours for research methodology..
3. 15 Small researches are conducted aiming at collecting issues and information about gender gaps in their communities with special focus on the influence of the existing conflict on the gap
· Trainees will be requested to work on group of maximum three people and conduct the research. They will be requested to identify the targeted communities and the gender theme and study the existing gap.
4. Three types of Art trainings (Painting, singing, and poetry) for 45 youth are conducted; 15 in each training.
· The trainees will be divided into three groups each of 15 young males and females based on their talents. Youth will be given special art classes related to their field of art. Training will be 50 hours per group. During the training youth will be supervised by their trainers and supported to work on their art projects that reflect the gender theme and disseminate their researches results they worked on in the previous phase
5. 9 Art Projects addressing issues related to GBV are developed
· 9 art projects in the form of songs and drawings, and poetry.
6. Results on Gender Based Violence are disseminated and 3 art exhibitions are conducted
· Dissemination of research results will be through three approaches:

· A workshop where stakeholders will be invited to attend presentations conducted by the youth presenting their results and getting feedback from other expertise and stakeholders.
· Art exhibition where all projects will be presented and showed to people through 3 open days that will be conducted in different places to ensure reaching various levels and types of people.
· Radio and television broadcasting. 
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
